Smallmouth and Largemouth Bass only.
Artificial lures only. No live bait. No trolling.
Only 1 rod may be used per contestant at one time.
No Culling of Dead or Distressed Fish. 8 ounce penalty per dead fish.
Disqualification for all: short fish or culling of dead or distressed fish.
All PA Fish Commission laws apply.
PERSONAL FLOTATION DEVICES must be worn while gasoline engine is running.
Bass must be kept alive in an aerated live-well. The SRTT requires a two pump system.
The SRTT Board of Directors has final decision on ALL issues.
Upon start of tournament, you must stay in your boat except for an emergency.
Legal fish measured from tip of mouth (mouth closed) to tip of longest point on the tail. PA Fish Commission Rule Applies.
The tournament will be rescheduled if the predicted river stage for the day of the tournament is greater than 10 feet (HBG stage) as reported by the National
Weather Service on the day preceding the tournament. The river forecast phone # is (888) 881-7555. Check the SRTT website - www.srtt.bigbass.com for up-to-
date information and new schedule. You may choose to withdraw after a new date has been established.
Boat Owner Must Carry a Minimum Liability Insurance Policy of $100,000.
